First,
State Library Aid is paid (NJS 18A:74-1 et seq.) to libraries as follows: (1) aid for public. libraries on a per capita basis; (2)
emergency and incentive aid te restore- service lost because of emergencles and to encourage iarger units of service; (3) aid to area
libraries, under contract to frovide special ized services to all residents of designated regions; (4) contractual gramts to research
libraries of ‘which the State Library is one. :
